Kiyosu City, born on July 7, 2005, will mark the 20th anniversary of its founda-
tion as a city on July 7, 2025.

Kiyosu City has the Asahi Site, one of the largest settlement ruins from the
Yayoi period in the Tokai region, and Kiyosu Castle, where Oda Nobunaga
began his challenge to conquer all the provinces of Japan. As such, people’s
lives have continuously been woven throughout history in this city.

The Shonai River, Shinkawa River, and Gojo River, the three rivers running
through the city, provide a rich waterside environment and show us a variety of
expressions depending on the weather and the season.

Making use of these cultural and naftural resources, we will take the initiative in
developing the city based on the four principles of safety, comfort, charm, and
nurturing.

Kiyosu City is blessed with water resources because the Shonai,
Shinkawa, and Gojo rivers run through it. However, it used to expe-
rience flooding. Following the disastrous flood of the Shonai River
in 1779, the creation of the Shinkawa River was completed in 1787,
which reduced flood damage. Today, Kiyosu City is implementing
further flood control measures and has become a city where people
live with water.
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Over 1,000 Years of History, Dating Back to the BC Era

The Asahi Site represents the remains of one of the largestscale settlements in
the Tokai region and even one of the largest in the country, which was estab-
lished from the early Yayoi period to the early Tumulus period. The site flour-
ished as the center of life and culture in the Tokai region.
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Museum Where You Can See, Learn, and Experience the Ruins
The Aichi Asahi Site Museum is a facility that promotes the attractiveness of the
Asahi Site. Visitors can enjoy the exhibition of excavated artifacts as well as
experience life in the Yayoi period.
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Wide Variety of Excavated Artifacts
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Numerous remains of dwellings, pottery, and shell
mounds were excavated at the Asahi Site, and 2,028 of
main excavated artifacts have been designated Important
Cultural Properties.
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Kiyosu Castle
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History of Kiyosu Castle

Shiba Yoshishige reportedly built Kiyosu Castle around the early 15th
century. In 1555, Oda Nobunaga made it his residence. After the
Honnoji Incident, the Kiyosu Conference was held there in 1582 to
decide on Nobunaga’s successor. Tokugawa Ieyasu ordered the
construction of Nagoya Castle, and the transfer from Kiyosu to
Nagoya was implemented from 1610.
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Old Highway that Flourished
as a Post Town and Market

Minoji was an important road used
even by feudal lords. Once deserted,
Kiyosu came to life again with the
establishment of Kiyosu Post Town. A
vegetable market, Shimo Otai Ichi was
built in Nishibiwajima, and the market
developed into one of Japan’s three
largest vegetable markets.
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A commemorative event for the 20th anniversary of municipaliza-

tion, which will take place on July 7, 2025, was held. Looking

back on the achievements of those who helped to develop the

city, we fostered a sense of unity among the citizens and pride

in our hometown. That event has become the foundation for
Kiyosu City to leap forward.
